Please pray for Joseph’s Grandmother

Joseph’s grandmother is 79 years old. She lives in Western Uganda in a small village called Kyegegwa. Joseph spent most
of his years as a child living with his grandmother. They have a close bond. She is an amazing Christian woman and her
faith is very strong. Each time she greets me she always says, “Praise Jesus!”.

Everyone calls her Mama Amooti. In Joseph’s tribe, each child is given a pet name called an “empaako”. There are about 7
different pet names that you can receive — Amooti, Abwooli, Akiki, etc. Each pet name has a special meaning and usually
children are given pet names that are passed down from their grandparents and parents. For example, Joseph’s pet name
is Amooti after his grandmother. When we got married, Joseph gave me the pet name “Abwooli” which means flower.

Mama Amooti was out working in her vegetable garden when she got some bad muscle cramps in her lower leg. The
muscle cramps were soo severe that they caused her to fall and break her leg. Mama Amooti has come to stay with one of
Joseph’s aunts in Kampala while she is recovering from her broken leg. We have been able to visit her a few times. When
we last visited her, she told us that she was having a difficult time moving around the house. She was spending most of her
time in bed. She had to call a family member to help lift her and carry her anytime she needed to get up. | asked her if she
had been given any crutches by the doctor and she said, “no”. Joseph and | were able to find a local pharmacy store that
sold crutches and were able to purchase some for her.

At our wedding, Mama Amooti spoke a blessing over us and prayed that we would soon find ourselves pregnant with
TRIPLETS!! In Uganda children are considered a blessing from God and the more children you have the more God has
blessed you. Twins and triplets are considered very special because God blessed you with two or three children with one
pregnancy.

We are not having triplets with this pregnancy! Praise God! Haha! Mama Amooti is very excited about the baby on the way
even though we have told her we are not expecting triplets. She just says, “wait for next time”.
