
 

Disaster Relief Mission Trip to Reynosa ς 17 July 2010 

On July 16, 2010, we received a phone call from Pastor Eliseo Garcia.  He indicated that one of the 

missions we have been workiƴƎ ǿƛǘƘΣ ǘƘŜ ά[ƛǊƛƻǎ 5Ŝƭ ±ŀƭƭŜέ, was asking for assistance .  The subdivision 

they are located at was flooded.  Some phone calls were made and money was allocated from the 

disaster relief fund to provide assistance.  The next day, we went on a joint Disaster Relief mission trip 

with Avondale Baptist Church (Harlingen, TX) to Reynosa, Mexico.  Our mission was to provide food for

 We worked with Pastor Eliseo from Avondale Baptist Church in setting up a time and place to 

ƳŜŜǘ ǿƛǘƘ tŀǎǘƻǊ wŀŦŀŜƭ όtŀǎǘƻǊ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ά[ƛǊƛƻǎ 5Ŝƭ ±ŀƭƭŜέ .ŀǇǘƛǎǘ Ƴƛǎǎƛƻƴ ƛƴ wŜȅƴƻǎŀύ.

was flooded along with all the surrounding homes.  After surveying the area, we had a short conference 

with Pastor Rafael and most of his mission members who are now living under a tent since their homes 

are flooded.  A list of items needed was made which included food, blankets, sheets, clothes, shoes, 

hygiene items, diapers, medicine, etc.   We were only prepared to purchase food but also purchased 

some hygiene items, mosquito repellant, and medicine for them.  There is still great need here.  

Especially once the water recedes, the homes will need to be cleaned/ remodeled.  Our Brothers and 

Sisters here have very little economic wealth and will not only need our prayers, but our assistance!  

 

 

Our brothers and sisters are currently living under a tent that was to be used for a revival service, 

but instead is now their home.  It is well over a hundred degrees and extremely humid.  No air 

conditioning, no inside toilet, no place to take a shower, etc.  They have mosquito bites all over.  Please 

pray for them!
